Classes will be provided for all breeds mentioned
herein only where there are three or more entries or
a breed- otherwise exhibits will be placed in
AOC/AQV Classes. In AOC/AOV Classes where
there are three or more exhibits of any one breed,
separate classes will be provided for that breed.
Breed champions - where there are less than 14
exhibits of the breed, Champion will be judged over
all exhibits of the breed. Where there are 14 or
more exhibits of a breed, male and females birds
will be judged separately for individual awards.
